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Adding Monitors to Record

The bedside medical devices play a significant role in the documentation of an anesthetic record. Most of the
monitored values for the case are started viaa macro at the beginning of the case. However, amonitor and its
values may need to be added to the record.

To add a monitor to the anesthesia record:
1. Toadda monitorthatis not in the Macro, click Document > Monitors on the menu bar.
2. Select parameter type, click Move, and click OK.

3. Toremoveitemsfrom Selected Parameters, click inthe box before the parameter and click Move.
